•Other less complex cases are investigated by the AGO (PGR) offices in all 32 states in 
Mexico (Delegaciones).

COEIDAPI: HISTORY AND STRUCTURE 
The COIDAPI has a formal structure since 2006, with 
the "National Agreement against the Piracy", signed 

by the President 

The COIDAPI has a 
Collaboration Agreement since 

2006, that established his 
organization and general rules 

In 2002, the “Usurpation Plan” 
looked for create a coordinated 

and efficient strategy to fight 
against the piracy and counterfeit 

The five commissions are integrated 
with the private sector 

representatives. All the commissions 
have 1 coordinator and 1 vice 

coordinator 

Since April 2002, the 
COIDAPI has celebrated 85 

sessions

INVESTIGATION OF CRIMES COMMITTED AGAINST THE INTELLECTUAL 
PROPERTY BY USING DIGITAL MEDIA 

In August, we have created a new section that 
will investigate those crimes that damage the 
Intellectual Property Rights, which are committed 
by using the internet, or different kind of 
computer programs or systems, and overall, by 
using digital media. In this moment, we have 
approximately 50 investigations.  
 

Training with the U.S.: Department of Justice, 
Homeland Security Investigations, Federal 
Bureau of Investigation, MPAA, BSA, ESA and 
Music Industry.  



FABRIC OF FAKED SHOES IN GUANAJUATO 

Last July, the Unit seized one fabric that produced faked tennis shoes. As 
result of this action we seized: 684 faked tennis shoes, 4,858 supplies 
designated to produce the tennis shoes, 23 machines for different kind of 
uses and the building. 
 



FAKED ALCOHOL PRODUCTION CENTERS 

In September, the Specialized Unit seized 6 production and distribution 
centers of faked alcoholic drinks. As result of these actions, we secure 1,470 
bottles that faked trademarks of Whisky, Tequila and Vodka. In the same way 
we take 484 presentation boxes and 2,609 labels.  
 



ILLEGAL WORKSHOPS OF FALSE ARTISTIC SCULPTURES  

In October, the Unit arrested one person that managed the production of 
false sculptures of the Mexican famous artist Jorge Marín. In this action, we 
seized: 89 false sculptures in two different illegal production workshops. 
 



20 TONS OF FAKED BOOKS 
In October, the Unit seized near of 21 thousand Books that reproduced 
copyrights without authorization. This action was realized in two different 
buildings in the center of Mexico City by doing a search in illegal shops.
