1. La Organizacién Mundial de la Propiedad Intelectual (OMPI) ha sido invitada a ser
miembro del Grupo de las Naciones Unidas para el Desarrollo Sostenible (GNUD) (la carta de
invitacion se adjunta en el Anexo).

2. La Asamblea General, en su resolucién 71/243 sobre la revision cuadrienal amplia de la
politica relativa a las actividades operacionales del sistema de las Naciones Unidas para el
desarrollo, pidio que se elaborara un documento estratégico a nivel de todo el sistema, para la
adopcion de medidas colectivas en apoyo de la aplicacion de la Agenda 2030 para el
Desarrollo Sostenible. En respuesta a ese pedido, el Secretario General de las Naciones
Unidas present6 un informe titulado “Nuevo posicionamiento del sistema de las Naciones
Unidas para el desarrollo a fin de cumplir la Agenda 2030: garantizar un futuro mejor para
todos” (A/72/124-E/2018/3). El Secretario General de las Naciones Unidas propuso siete
medidas para el nuevo posicionamiento del sistema de las Naciones Unidas, incluido un
documento estratégico a nivel de todo el sistema destinado a garantizar la responsabilidad
colectiva y acelerar la alineacién del sistema de las Naciones Unidas para el desarrollo en
apoyo de la Agenda 2030. El documento estratégico a nivel de todo el sistema incluyd, entre
otras medidas, la revitalizacion del Grupo de las Naciones Unidas para el Desarrollo (GNUD)
para mejorar la direccién estratégica, la supervision imparcial y la rendicion de cuentas
respecto de las contribuciones del sistema en los paises para la aplicaciéon de la Agenda.

El GNUD pasé a denominarse GNUDS y esté integrado por un gran nimero de organismos y
programas de la ONU (la lista se adjunta en el Anexo).

3. El Director General de la OMPI, tras examinar la invitacion cursada a la Organizacion
para que sea miembro del GNUD, solicité informacion sobre la relacion entre la cuota
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propuesta en la asignacion de costos estimada para la OMPI que se destinaria a apoyar el
sistema de Coordinadores Residentes (CR) para la labor sobre el terreno y la cuota propuesta
que se destinaria a apoyar la consecucion de los ODS a escala mundial. En este contexto, el
Director General de la OMPI declar6 que, puesto que muchos de los programas y servicios de
la OMPI se prestan principalmente de manera digital y virtual, lo cual también queda reflejado
en la presencia de mas del 95% del personal de la OMPI en la Sede de Ginebra, el uso del
sistema de coordinadores residentes por parte de la Organizacion se reduce
considerablemente en comparacion con el de otros organismos.

4, Las repercusiones financieras que conllevaria ser miembro del GNUDS se estima

en 400.000 francos suizos por bienio. La férmula de participacion de los miembros en los
costos se estd examinando actualmente en el marco del debate sobre la revisién cuadrienal
amplia de la politica y se adoptara en la proxima Asamblea General de la ONU.

5.  Ademas de las repercusiones financieras, pasar a ser miembro del GNUDS podria traer
repercusiones en el ambito administrativo y de la presentacién de informes.

I am writing to you in my capacity as Chair of the United Nations
Development Group (UNDG) to invite the World Intellectual Property
Organization to become a member of the renewed UNDG.

A recalibrated and impactful UNDG — more inclusive in its composition —
is a critical stepping stone in the efforts of the Secretary-General to reposition the
United Nations development system (UNDS). The 2030 Agenda for Sustainable
Development is indeed a paradigm shift in the way we deliver support to countries
and the people we serve — individually and across the system. Responding
effectively will require significant changes in the skill sets, leadership and
accountability mechanisms of the UNDS, with the UNDG at its center.

Moving forward, the UNDG will need increased capacities to steer and
provide greater strategic direction, oversight and accountability to the UNDS.
This is particularly true at the country level, where we envision the emergence
of a new generation of United Nations country teams — guided by an enhanced
and responsive United Nations development assistance framework and led by
empowered and impartial Resident Coordinators.

In the coming weeks, the recalibrated UNDG will be renamed into the
“United Nattons Sustainable Development Group” (UNSDG). It will include
all entities of the United Nations system that contribute significantly to the
implementation of the Sustainable Development Goals at the country level.
The observer status is to be eliminated. The list of proposed UNDG members
has been updated accordingly, as outlined in the enclosed document.

In this regard, I would be delighted if you could join us for our
forthcoming Principals meeting on Wednesday, 2 May 2018 at the International
Organization for Migration Headquarters in London. The meeting will serve to
discuss system-wide priority actions in support of the reform agenda of the
Secretary-General to reposition the UNDS for the 2030 Agenda.
