| Proposing DA projects - Key Steps

If a Member State or a group of countries are interested to submit a DA project proposal, they should:

e Identify the need;

® Define the project overall objective, outcomes and outputs;

e Identify the relevant stakeholders;

e Submit a Project Concept to the CDIP Secretariat;

e Discuss and assess with the Secretariat the feasibility of

the project;

e Together with the Secretariat, develop the Project Concept

into a Project Proposal/Document.
