The Diplomatic Conference will be preceded by a Special Session of the Intergovernmental
Committee on Intellectual Property and Genetic Resources, Traditional Knowledge and Folklore from
September 4 to 8, 2023 and by the Preparatory Committee of the Diplomatic Conference from
September 11 to 13, 2023.
